He showed his method for turning winged bowls with
either straight “wings” or curved “wings” as illustrated above. The approach Bill uses is straightforward, starting with a half log; but
does require some intermediate skills with the bowl gouge in that he is “cutting air” as he removes wood to shape the wings. This
requires a steady hand especially when the wings get thin. When Bill puts a lid on his bowls they appear as if he’s turned a sphere
with wings (see the lower left picture)
